Be sure to describe your thought process, using specific philosophical terminology to define and explain your method of reasoning.

--“Matrix,” “Matrix Reloaded,” “Matrix Revolutions” (1999-2003) (CHOOSE ONLY ONE):  a)Carefully show at least three parallels between the film and “The Allegory of the Cave.”  b)How do the writers of the Matrix films define “reality”?  Explain, citing specific scenes to illustrate your position.
--“Religulous”:  Carefully describe at least two arguments made by Theists in the film, and at least two arguments made by Bill Maher and Larry Charles against Theism in the film; evaluate these arguments, showing whether you think these are weak or strong positions.  You must include specific, detailed scene descriptions to illustrate your points.

--Any “Harry Potter” film (CHOOSE ONLY ONE):  a)Carefully explain how Rowling handles the issue of “personhood” or “personal Identity” in the films (NOT IN THE BOOKS).  Be sure to refer, for example, to ghosts, poprtraits, animagi, etc., etc. when discussing her view of “persons.” b)Carefully explain how Rowling handles the issue of Free Will, citing at least two examples of people who either freely chose or who were forced  into an action.  (You must cite at least one example of each.)    Carefully explain your selections.
